At Weymouth High School class rank is used to

measure the academic achievement of a student in

relation to the other members of his/her graduating

class and takes into account the following: the number

of credits the student has completed per class (1.0

through .25), the level of the course work (AP through

College Prep), and the student’s final grades (A+

through F). Therefore, the class rank noted on our

transcripts is weighted, quantitative, and cumulative.

Class rank is figured at the end of the sophomore and

junior year and at the end of the first semester in

senior year.
